COURSE DESCRIPTION

The primary objectives of this course are for you to 1) be able to identify large (i.e. gross) anatomical structures of the human body and 2) be able to identify anatomical structures at a microscopic scale.  We will examine anatomical structures in a variety of systems, including the integumentary system, skeletal system, cardiovascular system, respiratory system, digestive system, urinary system, reproductive system, and nervous system.  Not all material covered in lecture will be found in the text nor will all topics in the text be covered in lecture.  This course covers a great deal of material. Look at figures and tables and read through the assigned chapters before class without trying to thoroughly digest the material.  After lecture, go back through the chapter as needed to clarify areas that were emphasized in lecture. At the end of this course, you should be able to describe the major structures associated with these systems as well as the anatomical basis for various clinical conditions.  Students should have a good understanding of the interaction among human systems.
