Freedom in Learning Statement:

We will be using cats as our representative mammalian organism.  Everyone will be required to do the dissections, whether it is with a cat specimen or a computer aided virtual dissection in order to get full credit.  If you should choose to perform a virtual dissection please understand that there will be cats and not computers on your laboratory practicals!
Evaluations:  The purpose of the lab practicals (exams) are to evaluate your knowledge of human anatomy.  Points will be assigned as follows:


Exam #1     50 points


Exam #2     50 points


Exam #3     50 points

Prelabs       40 pts (8 prelab assignments @ 5pts each)

Postlabs      90 pts (9 quizzes @10 pts each)
Prelabs:  These will be an assigned section from the workbook to be turned in at the beginning of lab.  The assignment will be from the previous hours work and assigned by your TA.
Post Labs:  A short 10 point quiz on material and structures covered during the lab.  

Exams:  Three exams worth 50 pts each will be administered during the semester.  These exams will be timed practical type exams with stations and an allotted time per station (~1 minute). Be sure to spend time on the models, as structures on models and in pictures often appear differently.  
Spelling counts!!! Therefore I will take off ¼ point per spelling error up to a maximum of 2 points.  Answers must also be phonetically correct; too many or too few syllables will be wrong.  

Ex (sagital ≠ sagittal) or (acetblum ≠ acetabulum)
Participation:  Students must participate in each lab session, not just attend.  This includes completing the assignment for the hour, participating in each activity etc.  Students who do not clean after themselves, participate fully, disrupt lab etc will lose points.  

Notebook:  Students who keep a notebook will be awarded a maximum of 15 points extra credit.  The guidelines for a particular lab will be given at the beginning of lab and they will be collected the day of the associated lab practical.  Notebooks will be returned the following week.  

Grading:

There will be a total of 280 points possible in this course.  The grading scale is as follows:
>90% =A, 80-89% =B, 70-79% =C, 60-69% =D, <60% =F

Absences, make-ups and reviews:
*  Your participation and presence in class is essential for you to do well in this course.  Make every effort to be on time and prepared.  All sections of this lab are full and you should therefore not assume you will be able to make up work in another class; there will not likely be room for you.  
*  If you know that you must miss a lab please let your TA know well ahead of time so that arrangements might be made, but only at the permission of the TAs involved.

*  Do not attempt to sneak into a lab if you missed your own.  You will be asked to leave and will not get credit for any assignments not done in YOUR lab session.
