COURSE DESCRIPTION

English 222 is a humanities class that studies literary texts from the Romantic Period, the Victorian Age and the Modern Age of Great Britain. Through reading and writing about the poetry, essays, short stories, plays and novels and participating in class discussions and oral interpretations, you will deepen your appreciation for and understanding of British literature and the English language.

Goals, Outcomes, and Assessments

Student Learning Outcomes:  As a result of taking courses meeting this goal, students will

1.  Demonstrate knowledge of diversity of values, beliefs, and ideas embodied in the human experience;

· Recognize the role of literature in reflecting and defining British values, beliefs, and ideas through reading, analysis, and discussion of British literary writers and texts from the nineteenth century to the present.

· Improve their comprehension of diverse values, beliefs, and ideas through exercises, quizzes, instructor feedback, written assignments and essays, group discussion and projects, and the reading, analysis, and discussion of literary texts of the period.

2.  Identify and explain basic concepts of the selected disciplines within the arts and humanities.

Assessment:  Students will

· Identify some of the works of major British writers through reading, analysis, and discussion of literary texts from the nineteenth century to the present.

· Distinguish among the major literary movements of this era through reading, discussion, and analysis of British literary writers and texts of the period.

· Improve their comprehension of major British writers and literary movements of this era through exercises, quizzes, instructor feedback, written assignments and essays, group discussion and projects, and the reading, analysis, and discussion of literary texts of the period.

In addition, as a result of taking courses meeting this goal, students will be able to

3.  Identify and explain the contribution of other cultures from the perspective of the selected disciplines within the arts and humanities:

Assessment:  Students will

· Recognize the role of literature in reflecting and defining British culture through reading, analysis, and discussion of British literary writers and texts from the nineteenth century to the present.

· Improve their comprehension of diverse cultures of this era through exercises, quizzes, instructor feedback, written assignments and essays, group discussion and projects, and the reading, analysis, and discussion of literary texts of the period.

4.  Demonstrate creative and aesthetic understanding:

Assessment:  Students will

· Recognize some of the aesthetic principles that shape British works through reading, analysis, and discussion of the language of the nineteenth century to the present.

· Improve their comprehension of aesthetic principles that shape British literature through exercises, quizzes, instructor feedback, written assignments and essays, group discussion and projects, and the reading, analysis, and discussion of literary works of the period.

5.  Explain and interpret formal and stylistic elements of the literary or fine arts:

Assessment:  Students will

· Recognize some of the formal and stylistic elements of British literature through reading, analysis, and discussion of literary works of the nineteenth century to the present.

· Practice the art of writing about formal and stylistic elements of British literature by using appropriate rhetorical strategies that match audience needs and assigned writing purpose.

· Improve their comprehension of formal and stylistic elements of the literary arts through exercises, quizzes, instructor feedback, written assignments and essays, group discussion and projects, and discussion of literary works of the period.
