Course Description:
Students will learn how to read and interpret construction design documents, the use of engineering and architectural scales, and introduction to computer aided drawing and design with the use of AutoCAD, and three-dimensional visualization.

Course Objectives:  Students learn the principles of engineering graphics including orthographic projections, auxiliary views, sectional views, dimensioning and working drawings.  These concepts are illustrated using a variety of techniques including freehand sketching and computer aided design software.

Course Outcomes:  Students successfully completing this course will have the ability to:

1. Visualize objects and ideas

2. Use and understand engineering drawing terminology

3. Interpret technical drawings 

4. Communicate ideas in a visual medium

5. Sketch multiviews, auxiliary views and sectional views of objects

6. Demonstrate proficiency in the basics of AutoCAD.
