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Summary

Magnetic separation takes advantage of the magnetic properties of the involved materials.  Magnetic separation can be cheap in the case of strongly magnetic materials, but costs quickly escalate with separation of paramagnetic materials.  If all materials are magnetically neutral, then the process would be ineffective.  In the case of lunar simulant, the sample must be crushed in advance.  Preliminary data of the pyroxene supplied by Dr. Rickman suggests the presence of iron compounds and magnesium compounds.  Iron is magnetic, and magnesium may have paramagnetic properties.
