COURSE DESCRIPTION
Humanities 100 introduces students to humanistic knowledge and inquiry by focusing on connections among humanities disciplines* as they have appeared throughout the history of western civilization.        (*art, languages, literature, music, philosophy and religion)

GENERAL EDUCATION GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

Hum 100 can be used in partial fulfillment of Gen Ed Goal #4: 

Students will understand and appreciate the human experience through arts and humanities.

 Student Learning Objectives: As a result of taking courses meeting this goal, students will

1. Develop knowledge of range of values, beliefs, and ideas embodied in the human experience.

Assessment: Students will

· Investigate aspects of the human experience by discussing, analyzing, and interpreting a variety of literature, visual arts, music, film, dance, sculpture, architecture, and/or philosophy.

· demonstrate improvement in their knowledge of the human experience through quizzes, presentations, research exercises, written assignments and essays, and/or oral presentations.

2.  Understand and interpret basic concepts and theories of the humanities and arts. 

Assessment: Students will

· identify basic concepts and theories of the humanities and arts through reading, analysis, and discussion.

· produce writing about the humanistic issues, concepts, and ideas expressed in a variety of literature, visual arts, music, film, dance, sculpture, architecture, and/or philosophy.

· improve their comprehension of concepts and theories of the humanities and arts through research exercises, quizzes, presentations, written assignments and essays, and/or oral presentations.

3. Develop creative sensitivity and aesthetic understanding.

 
Assessment:  Students will

· recognize the role of the arts and humanities in developing creative sensitivity and aesthetic understanding through analysis and classroom discussion of assigned readings and/or other materials.

· demonstrate improvement in their creative sensitivity and aesthetic understanding through class discussion, written assignments, presentations, and/or creative projects.

FEATURES

CLASS ATTENDANCE AND DISCUSSION.  You are expected to attend all classes and

participate in class discussions.  After three absences, your grade will be affected.  If you miss a class, check with a classmate to find out what we did.  You are responsible for the material covered.  I will answer questions, provide any handouts and/or meet with you to help or explain, but you must first show me that you have made an effort to find out what went on in class.

QUIZZES.  I will give announced quizzes which will be easy if you have read the material.  These quizzes cannot be made up, but I will drop the lowest one.

EXAMINATIONS.  There will be four exams—a combination of short answer, objective, quotations, in-class presentations and take-home essay questions.

PLAGIARISM 

Plagiarism—handing in written work that is not your own—is academic dishonesty.  Other people (your instructors, other students, TLC tutors) may make suggestions for improvement, but the work itself must be your own.

There are three types of plagiarism.  The first is using another’s words and ideas as though they were your own.  You omit any form of documentation.  The second type is the improper use of documentation.  You know you must document, but you do not document correctly.  Incomplete documentation is still plagiarism.  The third type is outright cheating—turning in someone else’s paper, taking a paper off the internet, copying paragraphs from Cliff notes or other student aids.

The policy at SDSM&T grants instructors the right to fail students who plagiarize—fail the assignment and/or fail the class.
